Rules for the day to day running of the Society
1. The society’s rooms should be left clean and tidy.

2. Food and drink may be brought onto the premises but all leftovers and packaging must be removed from the premises at the end of the session.

3. Children under 13 years of age must be supervised by a responsible adult and that adult will be held responsible for any damage or nuisance caused.

4. Society figures, terrain or other equipment that is used by you or your charge must be put away after use, in the correct place and in the condition found.

5. You or your charge will be responsible for replacing, repairing or the cost of any damage caused.

6. Any item (including figures) may be left on the club premises AT YOUR OWN RISK. The club will not be held responsible for loss or damage.

7. An officer or committee member will open the society’s rooms. The last key holder present will check that all lights and heaters are switched off and that all doors are fully locked and secure.

8. Smoking is not permitted.

9. The opening official is responsible for collecting any session fees from those members not paying by standing order and must deliver those session fees to the treasurer at the earliest opportunity.

10. The sessions are deemed to be an evening or a day.

11. Fees are paid by standing order of £10.00 per calendar month, otherwise £2.00 a session. Half price to unwaged.

12. NEW MEMBERS pay nothing for the first three visits, after which we hope they will become full members.

13. No spraying of figures, boards or terrain is permitted in the society’s rooms.
